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The research dealt with the study of the subject of employing biological 
terrorism in international relations as a contemporary weapon with a lethal and 
hidden force in the implementation of terrorist crimes that target societies for the 
purpose of introducing terror, panic and disease among people, and stirring up 
chaos to achieve terrorist goals. Biological terrorism, which depends on various 
viruses, microbes, germs and bacteria, is no longer the monopoly of states only, 
but can be acquired and used by terrorists, whether they are individuals or groups. 
Which poses a threat to the security of states and the safety of their people, which 
has made this type of terrorism the focus of international attention on the part 
of states, international organizations and research centers to discuss ways to 
confront and contain it.
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
